 With the summer upon us and the philatelic close season just around the corner, I thought that it would be useful to let you know of forthcoming exhibitions and seminars. Please look at the ABPS website regularly since it is kept up to date. Application forms can be downloaded here.

For those interested in exhibiting internationally, and specifically at Australia 2013 which takes place from 10th to 15th May 2013 at the Royal Exhibition Building, Melbourne, Victoria. The two exhibitions below are the last chance to qualify in the United Kingdom before the closing date for applications, which is likely to be June 2012.

Please note also that these exhibitions are the only UK route to FEPA and FIP competitions. To be eligible for five frames at an FIP, FEPA or other Continental Federation competition it is necessary to achieve 75 points and a vermeil medal at a national exhibition. Eurothema and Thematica do not qualify as a route to FEPA and FIP exhibitions.

Autumn Stampex 14th to 17th September 2011

This is a full national competition for all of the following classes:

Traditional Philately

Postal History

Aerophilately

Postal Stationery

Revenue

Thematic Philately

One Frame Class

Open Philately

Literature: Handbooks, Catalogues, Periodicals and Articles

 Non FIP Classes

Cinderella Class

Picture Postcard Class

The application form is online and can be downloaded for sending to the ABPS, c/o RPSL, 41 Devonshire Place, London W1G 6JY.

There will be a seminar at 11:30 on Saturday 17th September on the introductory and final pages of an exhibit. In their report on the Sheffield exhibition the jury noted “we would draw exhibitors’ attention to the need to have clear introductory pages that explain what they are showing rather than a list of key items, and similarly, a clear ending of an exhibit does help.”

 At Spring Stampex 22nd to 25th February 2012 the theme will be “The Pictorial Classes”

Thematic Philately, Postcard Class, Open Philately (including Open and Social Classes)

In addition there will be three seminars:
Open Philately: Christine A Earle and Birthe King; each is a Gold medal winner in the discipline, in the United Kingdom and overseas. Birthe is a national judge in Denmark and the United Kingdom, and a Nordia Grand Prix winner, while Christine is both an international judge and the British representative on the FIP Commission for Thematic Philately. She received a prize at the Nordia 2011 exhibition for the best introductory page.

Postcard Class: Seija-Riitta Laakso: A qualified postcard judge in Finland and for Nordia exhibitions, her publications include “Postikorttien keräilystä kokoelman rakentamiseen”, Helsinki 2009, 208 p. “A handbook of collecting and exhibiting picture postcards” and “Paris 1900 - postikortteja kulta-ajan Pariisista”, Helsinki 2010, 640 p. This will be published in English in the autumn of 2011 with the title of “Paris 1900 - Postcards from the Belle Époque”.

Thematic Philately: led by Wolf Hess RDP, an FIP Thematic Philately judge, and exhibitor having formed gold medal exhibits in the traditional, postal history, postal stationery and thematic classes. These include large gold medals, the Grand Prix Thématique for his exhibit 'Fight against Tuberculosis' at HAFNIA 2001, as well as the European Championship 2006 in the thematic class and an International Grand Prix award at the SOFIA 2009 for 'Postal History of the Grand Duchy Finland up to UPU'.

Other forthcoming exhibitions are:

Autumn Stampex 26th to 29th September 2012

This is a full national competition event and in addition will have an Australasian and Pacific theme with exhibits from:

 The British Society of Australian Philately

The New Zealand Society of Great Britain

The Pacific Islands Study Circle
 Perth 2012 18th to 20th October 2012

 The exhibition replaces the Scottish Philatelic Trade Association's Scotex fair that year.

 The Philatelic Congress of Great Britain will also be hosted by the Association from 20th-22nd October 2012, and will open as the exhibition closes.

 Seminars

 The Exhibitions Committee will continue to organise seminars at Stampex, both Spring and Autumn. However, we are also very interested in seeing that Seminars on exhibiting are organised at Federation level.

 The Kent Federation is organising a seminar on 21st and 22nd October 2011.

 This two day event is aimed at those who have mainly displayed at club and society level, who now wish to consider the more formal disciplines associated with exhibiting. Those who have exhibited only once at national level, or have not exhibited for many years will also be welcome, as will Federation judges wishing to sharpen or renew their skills.

In four sessions, the workshop will address Philatelic Research, Treatment, Presentation, and Judging.

 
That is “How do I know what I’ve got?” “How do you construct an exhibit?” “The introductory page” and

“Presentation, Layout and the use of IT in creating an exhibit”. 

 
On Sunday there will be a practical judging workshop looking at exhibiting from the point of view of the Jury room.

The Sunday morning session will be Part I of a federation level judging qualification, which will be followed by Part II which will be a full day training session at a subsequent national exhibition.

Open Philately - Finally, new draft SREVs (Special Regulations for the Evaluation of Exhibits at FIP Exhibitions), GREVs (General Regulations of the FIP for the Evaluation of Competitive Exhibits) and Guidelines for Open Philately are being circulated among the FIP Board: These will be adopted in the United Kingdom, beginning in January 2012.
